1. All work must be the original work of the competitor and must have been 
executed during the last two years. 

2. There is no limit to the number of entries an individual may submit. 

3. DIGITAL ARTISTS must submit using a password protected link on vimeo 
or youtube. 

4. If any dispute arises, Stiwdio Maelor will make a decision, which will be final.
